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Section 1: Introduction 
1.1 Background Information 

This Child and Family Vulnerability Guide Tool Kit was originally developed as part of the work undertaken for the Greater Shepparton Enhanced Best Start Initiative in 2011-2014. A key activity of the initiative was to develop a resource to assist Maternal & Child Health (MCH) nurses and Early Childhood Educators develop a common understanding of child and family vulnerability factors and promote more consistent documentation of such factors. 
The process of designing and implementing the Greater Shepparton Child & Family Vulnerability Guide (the Vulnerability Guide) has resulted in the development of several companion products and training resources. These have been brought together in this Tool Kit. 
[bookmark: _Hlk504488558]The original 2012 version of the Vulnerability Guide was updated in 2015 to incorporate protective factors and create better alignment with the new MCH client data system – CDIS, whilst retaining commonality with the kindergarten and childcare field.  The current January 2018 version reflects further minor adjustments. 
In 2016 Best Start set a new direction, with the requirement for all Best Start sites to focus on two Primary Outcomes. 
· Children and families actively engage with MCH services, attending key ages and stages visits
· Children engage and participate in early childhood education (kindergarten and supported playgroups).
Children experiencing vulnerability and all Aboriginal children are the primary focus of this new direction. The Vulnerability Guide is therefore a valuable tool to facilitate shared understanding of and proactive response to vulnerability factors which are often a barrier to service access and participation. 
Two versions of both the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide and the Tool Kit have been developed to reflect the differing needs of MCH and Early Childhood Education and Care (ECEC) services. Please note that this version of the Vulnerability Guide Tool Kit has been specifically developed for Early Childhood Education and Care (ECEC) services. The Tool Kit includes an overview of the Guide and its elements, a staff training resource in relation to identifying and responding to vulnerability, methods for recording and reporting such vulnerability within kindergarten and childcare services, as well as evaluation resources.  
The Tool Kit has been designed to be a flexible resource so that other Councils and early years services can use and adapt the components that suit their individual needs. For example, developing their own Vulnerability Guide, increasing staff knowledge in relation to vulnerability and/or protective factors, and to inform systems improvement.

1.2 Overview of the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide 
The intent in developing the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide was to develop an easy to use practice tool to: 
· Develop a common language and shared understanding of what constitutes child and family vulnerability and protective factors.  
· Prompt staff to reflect on the broad domains of vulnerability they may encounter, document what they have observed, and then take action to respond to identified issues where it is in the scope of their professional/multidisciplinary practice. 

The Vulnerability Guide was initially developed, introduced and tested through six key steps:              LINK 1
Child and family vulnerability report final March 2012 (M18/41206)

1. A literature review[footnoteRef:1] was undertaken, together with investigation as to what tools already existed to fit our purpose. The Best Start Child and Vulnerability Report February 2012 incorporates the literature review and the initial version of the Vulnerability Guide.  [1:  This includes the references for all key documents that were utilised in the development of the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide ] 

2. Training was conducted in 2012 for MCH and Kindergarten practitioners 
within Greater Shepparton Council-managed services in the use and application of the Vulnerability Guide. Individual visits were also undertaken to non-council services to support them in understanding and implementing the tool and completing data collection requirements.
3. The Guide was implemented in April 2012 for both Council’s MCH and kindergarten services. Protective factors

4. Ongoing review of the Vulnerability Guide format. 
The initial Vulnerability Guide was a two-sided reference sheet. In March 2015, the Vulnerability Guide was updated to include a corresponding set of protective factors, to be considered in conjunction with vulnerability factors. In May 2016, the Vulnerability Guide ‘reasons’ were revised to include all the MCH new client data system (CDIS) vulnerability alert ‘Details’. The version currently in use has four pages. Version 3 which is referred to in this Tool Kit will be introduced into Greater Shepparton early years services in 2018.  Protective factors

5. An ongoing process of monitoring and evaluation has fostered continuous improvement. From this process it became clear that two versions of the Guide were required – one for MCH and one for ECEC services.  The 2014 and 2015 Vulnerability Guide Workshops, attended by MCH Nurses and Early Years educators from across Victoria, affirmed the value of the Guide and highlighted a key improvement – the inclusion of protective factors. 
6.  In 2017, the use of the Vulnerability Guide was introduced into Council’s Childcare Services, including Family Day Care.  


It is important to stress that this Guide has been developed ‘by practitioners, for practitioners, with practitioners’.  It presents three categories of child and family vulnerability, each with a set of indicative reasons. 
The categories in the Vulnerability Guide are:
· Individual child risk and protective factors.
· Three catergories of parent family/carer risk  and protective factors 
 (1) Parent/carer capability 
(2) Family composition and dynamics
 (3) Family circumstances and economic environment. 
· Social/community risk and protective factors.   

Whilst ECEC staff are continually using observations and interactions to identify factors/issues that may impact on the health and wellbeing of children in their care, the Vulnerability Guide is used to conduct a disciplined review/audit of child vulnerability factors and prompt a response to such factors. 
Practitioners are asked to consider[footnoteRef:2] if identified vulnerability factor(s) translate to a high or moderate level of vulnerability. This assists in prioritizing which children have the greatest needs.  For reference a third level is included - ‘developmentally on track’[footnoteRef:3].  [2:  Please note that ECEC staff are not being asked to rank or rate children ]  [3:  The three levels of vulnerability are linked to the terminology used for the Australian Early Development Census (AEDC). Greater Shepparton has used their AEDC data extensively for local early years planning.

What is the value of the Vulnerability Guide? 
The evaluation activities undertaken at Greater Shepparton to inform It helps to give staff a better understanding of who may be at risk.

the use of this guide indicate that: 

· The training and use of the Guide stimulates conversations as to what constitutes vulnerability and protective factors.
· It stimulates practitioners to think about the children and families they work with and the variety of issues families may be working through.
· Everyone interprets things differently, thus the Vulnerability Guide stimulates a general understanding of the level of vulnerability of the family and their needs.It guides you in organizing your  program to suit all children and families.

· It guides practitioners to be alert and sensitive to particular 
issues. 
· It supports communication between staff/educators around 
vulnerability issues that have been identified.
· Educators are now more likely to follow up vulnerable families. 
· It has increased acknowledgment of the duty of care in relation to vulnerable families. The Guide helps us when discussing mutual concerns about a family and child who are involved in a number of services.  

· Identifying vulnerability factors is an impetus for integrated/ ’joined up’ practice. 
· The Vulnerability Guide provides a common language to be used in communications with other services i.e. ChildFIRST. 
· From a management perspective, the data results can inform staff resourcing decisions. We now have much more accurate data in relation to the characteristics and distribution of children experiencing vulnerability in Greater Shepparton.  It is a tool to make us more consistent in how we document vulnerability factors and a better process for gaining appropriate support for families.
 

· There is potential for the introduction of the Vulnerability Guide across other early years services such as supported playgroups and private child care services. Some local private child care services have undertaken the training as a ‘whole team’ initiative. 







1.3 Overview of the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide Tool Kit

Section 3: Using the Vulnerability Guide in practice 

The primary purpose of the Vulnerability Guide is to facilitate a shared understanding of child and family vulnerability and improve documentation. It also has proved to be of value in following up families in vulnerable circumstances and informing the allocation of staffing resources to those localities that have high numbers of families experiencing vulnerability. Its introduction in Greater Shepparton has also provided more accurate data resulting in a much more accurate and up to date data base. 

This Section has two distinct parts. The first part – Part 3A – describes the PowerPoint training resources developed to facilitate using the Vulnerability Guide in practice. The second part - Part 3B - has been developed so that individual ECEC Services can ‘cut and paste’ the procedural content to assist staff to use the Child & Family Vulnerability Guide and associated resources. 

Part 3A: Using the Vulnerability Guide in practice

Part 3B: Procedures for using the Vulnerability Guide in practice
3.1 Getting Started 

The following actions are recommended for Early Childhood Education and Care services:
· Preparation of materials i.e. laminate the 4-sided Vulnerability Guide for each centre.
· Deliver training in the use of the Vulnerability Guide and the data collection/annual audit process (if the latter is to be undertaken).
· Discuss how support will occur for educators in the initial use of the Vulnerability Guide in their respective services.
· Discuss how evaluation will occur.
· Assign responsibility for data collection and conducting annual audit. 
· At annual audit time send out appropriate information and instructions.


3.2 Improved identification and recording of child and familyInformation related to this Getting Started section is contained in Section 3 of the training Power Point presentation

At Greater Shepparton this aim/intent is formalised by conducting an annual ‘Child Vulnerability Audit’ at every Council managed kinder and child care service around May each year. Majority of the other local kinders also participate in this audit. Actions 1 to 4 are set out on the Vulnerability Guide on pages 2, 3 and 4. 
Action 1: Determine if an individual child is experiencing vulnerability factors
[bookmark: _Hlk505948381]Use your practice knowledge and assessment of the child and family circumstances, in conjunction with the Child and Family Vulnerability Guide categories of risk factors and indicative reasons listed on page 3 of the Guide, to determine whether vulnerability factors are significant enough to record the child on the Early Childhood Education and Care Services (ECEC) Vulnerability Guide Audit Record Form. Protective factors must be considered in conjunction with vulnerability factors to make this decision. 
Action 2: Determine the level of vulnerability 
Utilize the table on page 4 of the Guide to determine if a child is considered to be highly vulnerable, moderately vulnerable or developmentally on track. If a child is considered to be highly or moderately vulnerable, proceed to Action 3.              LINK 11

Action 3: Record vulnerability information 
If a child is considered to be highly vulnerable or moderately vulnerable, such vulnerability details for the child be recorded on the (ECEC) Vulnerability Guide Audit Record Form.  

Please note that a child may be considered to be experiencing vulnerability in more than one category, and the Vulnerability Guide Record Form accommodates this need. 



Select the category(s) and reflect on the level of significance for each reason by entering a number in the relevant category box on the ECEC Vulnerability Guide Audit Record Form – see example below. 

PLEASE NOTE:
· All children for whom concerns are held about their potential developmental vulnerability are to be recorded. 
· For each child recorded, please use the same number which is used for the child in the formal attendance record.
· Only record information about those children who are considered to be currently experiencing vulnerable factors and/or family circumstances which may affect their ongoing learning and development.

As demonstrated in the example above, for Child No. 3, ‘Parent/Carer capability’ may be your first and only area of concern so it would be marked as ‘1’ under the appropriate column. 
Some children may only be recorded under one area of concern, but if you are also concerned about other areas, then look at the example for Child no. 7 above. The child’s wellbeing has been marked as ‘1’ (your main concern) but you may wish to include ‘Family circumstances and economic environment’ as an additional concern and mark it ‘2’ on the table. 
As seen in the example Child no.15, this child has three areas of concern noted.  
All information recorded for each child needs to be considered in accordance with privacy and confidentiality policies and practices. 
Return this form in line with organisational requirements. 
Action 4: Responding to vulnerability
The vulnerability status of each child needs to be reviewed/considered on an ongoing basis so that program planning is inclusive of the needs identified by the practitioner.  After the ECEC Vulnerability Guide Record Form is completed, consider the data collection results and decide what response is required:


· How can I support this child (e.g. program planning, referral/s) and the family (e.g. referral to support services)?
· How do I collaborate effectively with other services?
· How do I maintain a consistent focus on the child/family needs?
· Reflect on and evaluate actions, outcomes and future planning.

[bookmark: _Hlk505952356]Organisational responsibility/duty of care includes both centre and service management playing a role in monitoring the progress/outcomes for vulnerable children in their services.              LINK 13

It is also recommended that the practitioner/centre manager completes the ECEC Vulnerability Guide Summary Form and forwards this to their service manager.  The manager is then responsible for arranging contact to discuss identified vulnerability issues. 


3.3 Innovative Responses to better identification and support of children experiencing vulnerability        Examples of PDSA Change Ideas  


MCH 
· Using the Xpedite Child At Risk Reports MCH Nurses have identified Indigenous children eligible for the Early Start to Kinder Program. Utilising a specially designed kit MCH Nurses have then assisted families to complete enrolment forms. 





The Vulnerability Guide and related activities have been used as the basis for several Greater Shepparton Best Start
Plan, Do, Study, Act (PDSA)
 change ideas.








3.4 Use of child vulnerability data to complement other local data i.e. AEDC 
Greater consistency in collecting regular data from kindergarten and childcare programs will result in improved data reliability, as well as identification and additional support for children and families facing vulnerable circumstances.   
The data and reporting information drawn from the vulnerability related data in the ECEC services client data system can provide a valuable resource for local service planning and development, including Best Start Plan/Do/Study/Act (PDSA) change ideas.

Section 4: Monitoring and Evaluation 
4.1 How do we determine and measure the value of the Vulnerability Guide and aspects of the Vulnerability Tool Kit? 
The following activities have been undertaken by the Greater Shepparton Best Start Team in establishing the Vulnerability Guide and this Vulnerability Tool Kit. The resources used can be adapted by other ECEC teams.[footnoteRef:4]  [4:  This is an internal evaluation process. ] 

Evaluation activities include: 
· Several feedback sessions held with the Greater Shepparton MCH team to refine the Guide’s design and evaluate its utility. 
· MCH nurses and kindergarten staff were surveyed in November 2014 to gain their feedback as to how the introduction of the Vulnerability Guide had increased their knowledge/awareness in relation to child and family vulnerability and its impact on practice. 
· The evaluation results show that the early childhood educators have found the Vulnerability Guide to be a useful resource - as an alert to existing vulnerability factors, as a trigger to review child vulnerability/protective factors, as a method for improving communication, planning and referrals. 
· Participant evaluation feedback from the ECEC Vulnerability Guide Workshops held in March 2015  provided valuable feedback in relation to the design of the Vulnerability Guide, and the content of the Vulnerability Guide Tool Kit. 
· Evaluation conducted for the July 2016 Childcare Training.
· Piloting of Version 2 of the Tool Kit with MCH and ECEC staff.
